How to create a table
1. Open the edit page of the section you wish to add the table to.

2. The WikiText for a table looks like this:
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Border sets the thickness of the border lines.  1 in the general thickness, but you can make it thicker to make the table stand out a bit more.

Cellspacing sets how much space is  between each cell (the boxes inside the table)  A Cellspacing of 10 looks like this:
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Cellpadding  sets how much space is between the content of the cell, and the cell wall.  A cellpadding of 20 looks like this:
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Align sets where the text shows up inside the cell; Center places it in the middle; Left sets it to the left side; and Right sets it to the Right side.

The Exclamation Points are typically used for the content of the first row.  Exclamation Points make the content in that cell bold. To create un-bolded text use the “|” character. (NOTE: this is not a lowercase L)

“|-“ Starts the next row and you would use the “|” character again to separate content.

“|}” marks the end of the table.  This is required or else the rest of the content on your page will end up in the last cell.
